Other occupants of the
Centre are the New
Brunswick Department of
Natural Resources, the
Maritime School of Forest
Technology, the New
Brunswick Forest Products Commission, and the Tweed-
dale Wood Sciences Centre of the University of New
Brunswick (UNB). The Forestry Centre taps into the
Fred-eZone wifi allowing wireless access in the public
areas of the complex. City transit is available at the front
entrance to the building. More recently, a technology
business park and shopping malls have been developed
nearby.

The library collection reflects the scientific research and
policy of the Canadian Forest Service, specifically in the
areas of climate change, sustainable forests and biodi-
versity conservation. Covering subjects as diverse as
biotechnology, entomology, plant pathology, remote
sensing, silviculture, and chemistry, the library contains
about 21,000 books and technical publications from fed-
eral, provincial and international governments, universi-
ties and private sector forestry organizations. More than
600 journal titles are represented on the shelves, includ-
ing about 80 currently subscribed science journals. The
electronic resources accessible to NRCan clients include
the EbscoHost platform with selected scientific literature
databases, as well as Scopus, ScienceDirect, BioOne,

ada. In the spring of 1912, field officer John Douglas .

Tothill set up the first entomological lab in New Bruns-
wick in a small two-room structure on the UNB campus.
Originally from England, he came to Canada in 1888 to
study at the Ontario Agricultural College in Guelph, On-
tario. In 1911, the Dominion Entomologist asked him to
direct the operations to introduce natural parasites
against the brown-tailed moth and gypsy moth in the
province. Several books and journals acquired by Dr.
Tothill in the course of his work on population dynamics
of forest insects, inscribed with his signature or a plain
ink stamp, J.D. Tothill, are testimony to his pioneering
investigations.

Over the years, a series of three laboratory buildings
were successively built on the UNB campus to accom-
modate federal forest research and the growing library
collection. Then in May 1988, the Hugh John Flemming
Forestry Centre opened as the new home of the federal sent ®s sur | es rayons, incluant en
forestry laboratory and library.

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the open source library system, Evergreen, and NRCan
Library computer specialists are contributing to the
enhancements of the system along with their colleagues
in other Canadian institutions. The Library also imple-
mented the VDXHost interlibrary loan system this year.
Library personnel communicate on the Library Blog and
the NRCan departmental wiki, where timely information
is shared on task team projects, regional library meetings
and activities, and library profiles. The wiki has enabled
much greater understanding among staff about each of
the regional libraries. In turn, library staff have been pro-
active in providing guidance to researchers on using new
technologies including the wiki, RSS feeds, bookmarking
tools like Delicious, and citation management software
such as RefWorks and EndNote.
