School Library Committee Report  
(March 2010) / by Marjorie Sinclair  

 
At the present time the school library committee is made 
up of myself and Carole MacFarquhar but we are looking 
to add a couple of more members.  Our meetings have 
been by phone or email.  
 
Kimberly Bauer, Educational Programs and Services, 
Department of Education, is responsible for school libra-
ries. She takes the library portfolio seriously and has had 
several discussions with me regarding school libraries in 
New Brunswick as well as trying to gain an understan-
ding of what is happening nationally and internationally. 
At the present time, John Hildebrand, retired consultant 
from the Department of Education, has accepted a man-
date to research what is happening with school libraries 
in Canada and other parts of the world. He will be writing 
a paper on his findings. He has called me several times 
to discuss the present status of school libraries in the 
province. I have been sending him links to several websi-
tes as well as emails I have received from IASL. I also 
sent him the National Standards for School Libraries 
document.  He should have a final report for the Depart-
ment within the next few weeks.    
 
Kimberly Bauer and Kevin McCluskey attended the last 
meeting of the New Brunswick Digital Libraries commit-
tee.  Chair Jocelyn Thompson, also met with Kevin at the 
Department to discuss what online resources the schools 
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 are using. NB Digital Libraries want to include K to 12 
along with public and university libraries so everyone has 
access to the selected resources.  
 
The Department is in the process of determining which 
online resources they will renew for the coming year. 
Right now they have World Book Online, EBSCO and E-
library Canada. A decision also has to be made about 
what to do about the library catalogue.  At present two 
school districts are using the Follett Destiny Library Ma-
nagement Program This online system allows students 
and teachers access to the districtôs library database 
from home as well as school.  There are 158 schools in 
the province using Follettôs Circ/Cat Plus or just Circ 
Plus. The problem with this program is the fact that the 
Follett is no longer updating these programs as most 
schools are moving to the Destiny version.    
 
At CLA in Edmonton in June there will be a research 
symposium called Treasure Mountain Canada. People 
attending this symposium will be discussing the role and 
importance of Canadian school libraries.  This promises 
to be an exciting event as there should be lots of discus-
sion about the direction school libraries should be going.

As of March 2010, one entire decade has gone 

by since the Mgr-W.-J.-Conway Public Library in Ed-

mundston, N.B. moved into its new location in the reno-

vated £glise Sacr®-Coeur on Ir¯ne Street.  Since then, 

change has been a constant for almost every aspect of 

our library, as we strive to improve our visibility and servi-

ce to the public and make the library a place that is in-

creasingly relevant, friendly, and pleasant to visit.  We 

will be celebrating these 10 years of progress and ac-

complishments on Saturday, May 8th, and we invite you 

to join us. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

The decision to buy and renovate the £glise 
Sacr®-Coeur in order to transform it into a library was 
made in 1997, 3 years before the official opening in 
March of 2000.  It had been over a decade since the 
initial planning and negotiations began to find a location 
with more space and facilities.  A lot of careful planning 
and renovations were needed to adjust the building for its 
new purpose.  The end result is a library that has nearly 
18000 square feet of space and plenty of natural light, 
which was a jump of roughly 3 times the amount of spa-
ce available in the former location.  Public service desks 
and employee offices were constructed in each of the 4 
departments, and meeting and activity rooms for our own 
programs as well as for use by the public, all contained in 
the beautifully transformed church building.  Another 
recent improvement to the library grounds was the addi-
tion of a reading garden in June of 2009, which houses 
approximately 70 different kinds of plants that flower at 
times ranging from May until October (the period during 
which the garden is open.)  Library patrons can relax and 
read outdoors when the weather permits, rentals of the
